The Hon'ble Chief Justice
megodmﬂyobsmdmﬂmEnEmMMbmn principal seat
ofthel-ﬁghﬂomtnt:sangalm ‘which is situated at a far corner of the
State and the rest qfthe State, especially the northernmost parts of
Karmataka, have detqradmd dmmmged the litigant public to approach
